With the support of the Higher Education Sprout Project, we have
continued to strengthen the international momentum established
last year. Every department across the university has maintained
active engagement with global partners, and each academic field
continues to send students abroad for learning experiences. Ouer
time, this has shaped a distinctive international culture at HungkRuang
—one in which global awareness is no longer an accessory, but an
integral part of daily academic life.

At the same time, we have witnessed a continued expansion of
multicultural diversity on our campus. This year, the number of
international students has steadily increased, and we welcomed
exchange and short-term students from Mongolia, Indonesiq,
Thailand, India, Japan, Canada, the Philippines, and other regions.
Their presence enriches our campus with linguistic, cultural, and
experiential diversity, making everyday interactions an authentic
reflection of the global community.
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The Summer Program held in August further highlighted the
depth and interactive nature of our international exchange efforts. A
total of 53 international students from 714 countries joined 49
Hungkuang student buddies in shared Lliving, collaboration, and
cultural exchange. In this diverse environment, students engaged in
genuine cross-cultural cooperation—experiences that will serve as a
solid foundation for their future academic and professional
development.

Each exchange opportunity provides students with real-world
experiences in understanding, collaboration, and problem-soluing.
These abilities lie at the heart of international education and are
essential for technical and vocational students navigating an
increasingly globalized world. Through sustained international
engagement, we hope our students will not only refine their
professional skills but also develop the confidence and adaptability
needed to face a global future.
